I for one was not prepared for what was awaiting
us as we entered his barn located in the back country of East Texas. 

WOW!!!  Okay, there were several British bikes, BSA, Triumph, Ariel, Matchless but then there were LOTS of others.  Over 
100 motorcycles of 85 different manufacturers.  Those of us that played in the dirt as youngsters recalled the thrill of powerfull
Pentons, Maicos, Bulltacos, American Eagles, DKW’s, JAWA’s, Aramicchis, Sachs and Greeves.  We revisited the bikes that 
our paper routes paid for, remember Riversides sold by Montogomery Wards?  And there were those most of us did not know
existed LUBE, Panther, Cotton, Capriolo… until they beat us.  Did you know that Masaratti made a motorcycle?

Growing up with Ascot International Raceway in my back yard, I watched the various classes of flat track compete and soon
learned that 6 foot was too tall even to become a novice  hot shoe.
